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Five Income Generating Projects
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29 women in nine villages in Sivagangai District, Tamil Nadu will participate in this one-year project.

For this project five activities have been selected.  The women will be trained for two weeks on “self employment activities”.  After which they will be lent $134 each (tailoring will receive $156) to be repaid in twelve months at 12% per annum.  All of the activities are individually conducted except Masala powder production which is done in groups of 3.  Anticipated economics are:
