ARISEDT is involved in a range of activities: facilitation of government schemes and outreach for rural women, economic activities to self-help groups, community based rehabilitation for differently-abled persons, day care to adult and disabled persons, housing support for rural poor families, and women’s awareness. For this project, the women will engage in one of five trades, starting with training in business management, skill development and marketing. Each woman will receive a loan of $225.
