30 women from Chittoor District, Andhra Pradesh are participating in this one-year project.

SWECHA has organized 32 self-help groups  in nine rural and urban locations. They have conducted awareness programs on women’s empowerment, economic development, and  children’s education. They have trained 30-40 women from the scavenger communities in various trades, “but due to lack of financial investment, they are unable to start their businesses”. Loans will be given according to the income-generating project and will be repaid in one year at 12% interest. The women will receive training for 3-5 days for each activity. The tailoring and embroidery women have already been trained, so will require a refresher short term course for 7-10 days. Anticipated economics:
