25 women, members of self-help groups in ten villages of Madurai District, Tamil Nadu, are participating in this one-year project.

The women in this project will choose one of five income-generating projects. Five women will engage in each activity; sheep-rearing, pickle and appalam preparation, mini-poultry units, milk vending, and tiffin and snack stalls. All of the projects are individual with the exception of pickles and appalam preparation, which will be conducted as a group. The women will be trained for 15 days on IGP activities and capacity building. Loans will be recovered at 12% interest. For sheep-rearing, only the principle will be collected in the first year and the accrued interest will be collected in installments in the second year. Anticipated economics are:
